To help family members understand that:

LESSON IDEAS
1. Hold up the picture of the skunk. Ask what kind of an animal it is and how it
defends itself. Ask if any family member has ever smelled a skunk. If so, have
them try and describe it.

2. Read or tell the storyQvercoming the Stench of SiSome things you might
discuss:

a. “Do all sins stink?”

b. “Do all sins have negative results?”

c. “What happens when we try to hide our sins?”

d. “What did Elder Jones say he could have done to avoid the skunk?”

e. Discuss the remedies his mother used to try and get rid of the stench and
ask, “What remedy has Heavenly Father given us to eliminate sin from
our lives?”

3. Scriptures you may want to read as a family:
a. Doctrine and Covenants 1:2-3. (If you have a megaphone it could be a fun
teaching aide in teaching this verse)
b. Alma41:10
c. Mormon 9:3-4

4. Testify that all sin does affect us, but if we listen to the Holy Ghost we can
always avoid “kicking skunks”. Testify that the atonement of Jesus Christ has
the power to cleanse us of all our sins.
