4. Testify that patriarchal blessings provide comfort, direction, warnings and
promises for our lives if we live worthy to receive them. Encourage family
members to be worthy to obtain their patriarchal blessing.

ANSWERS
1. False. Patriarchal blessings are for worthy members of the Church who are
mature enough to begin to understand the blessing.

2. False. If we are not faithful the blessings may not be fulfilled. President James E.
Faust: “In order to receive the fulfilment of our patriarchal blessings, we should
treasure in our hearts the precious words they contain, ponder them, and so live
that we will obtain the blessings in mortality and a crown of righteousness in the
hereafter” Ensign Nov. 1995, 63-64).

3. False. President James E. Faust: “Some might be disturbed because members of
the same family have blessings declaring them to be of a different lineage. A few
families are of a mixed lineage. We believe that the house of Israel today
constitutes a large measure of the human family. Because the tribes have
intermixed one with another, one child may be declared to be from the tribe of
Ephraim and another of the same family from Manasseh or one of the other tribes.
